2005 LEGISLATIVE REPORT CARD 
 
 

Introduction 
 

This report card is based on Senate and Assembly floor votes on 20 significant bills supported by California 

NOW.  These 20 bills were selected because they represent a wide range of issues and each came to a floor 

vote (a vote by all members) in both houses of the State Legislature. 
 

Legislators received credit for a “yes” vote (Y) on the bills.  No credit was given for voting “no” (N), not 
voting (NV) or for an excused absence (A).  A percentage was then calculated for each member. 

 
This report card is based on voting records for selected bills only and does not take into account all the work 

performed or accomplishments achieved by each of the legislators.  It is therefore not a definitive evaluation 

and does not constitute an endorsement or denunciation of any member of the State Legislature. 
 

The following is a description of each bill used in this report card.  An “S” indicates that the bill was signed into law by the 
Governor.  A “V” indicates that the bill was vetoed by the Governor. 

 
AB 22 (Lieber) – Trafficking in Persons (S) 
 
Establishes civil and criminal penalties for trafficking in human beings, allows for forfeiture of assets derived 

from human trafficking, provides restitution, and creates task force to combat trafficking.  

 
AB 48 (Lieber) – Minimum Wage (V) 
 
Sets the minimum wage at $7.25 per hour as of July 1, 2006 and &7.75 per hour as of July 1, 2007, and 

automatically adjusts the minimum wage on January 1 of each year thereafter as specified. 
 

AB 89 (Horton) – Employment Health Care Coverage: Disclosure (V) 
 
Requires the Department of Health Services and the Managed Risk Medical Insurance Board to collaborate in 

preparing a report that identifies all employers who employ 25 or more persons who are beneficiaries, or who 
support beneficiaries, enrolled in the Medi-Cal, Health Families, and Access for Infants and Mothers 

programs. 
 

AB 169 (Oropeza) Gender Pay Equity (V) 
 
Increases the amount of liquidated damages due to employees who are paid unfairly in violation of existing 

law relating to gender-based payment discrimination.. 
 

AB 322 (Oropeza) Athletes Bill of Rights (S) 
 
Requires that the State Department of Education and local education agencies ensure that female students are 
aware of the rights guaranteed to them under federal Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972  law. 

 

AB 429 (Chu) Temporary Restraining Orders and Protective Orders (S) 
 
Establishes an alternative form of service of process for workplace violence protective orders. 
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AB 478 (Lieber) Female Inmates and Wards (S) 
 
Sets minimum standards for the medical care of inmates who are pregnant during their incarceration. 

 
AB 723 (Chu) Public School Curriculum: Tolerance Instruction (V) 
 
Requires State Board of Education to integrate instruction on intergroup relations and tolerance into existing 

curriculum frameworks, where appropriate. 
 

AB 755 (De La Torre) Compensation: Rest Periods for Piece-rate Agricultural and Garment Workers 
(V) 
 
Requires piece rate employers in the agricultural and garment industries to pay workers their average piece 
rate wages during state-mandated rest periods. 

 
AB 760 (Nava) Criminal Procedure (S) 
 
Required that if, during the booking process, an arrested person is identified as a custodial parent with 
responsibility for a minor child, the arrest person shall be given two additional phone calls for the purpose of 

arranging for the care of the minor child or children, as specified. 
 

AB 849 (Leno) Gender-neutral Marriage (V) 
 
Seeks to end the state’s denial of marriage licenses to same-sex couples in California. 
 

AB 855 (Bass) CalWORKS (V) 
 
Allows certain drug felons to receive CalWORKS cash grant assistance when amenability to treatment is 

documented. 
 

AB 1400 (Laird) Civil Rights Act (S) 
 
Imports the terms “disability”, “religion”, “sex” and “sexual orientation” from the Fair Employment and 

Housing Act, and includes, in enumerating the above characteristics, the perception of those characteristics 
and association with a person who has or is perceived to have those characteristics as being within the 

protected categories of the Unruh Civil Rights Act. 
 

SB 111 (Alquist) Statute of Limitations: Sex Crimes (S) 
 
Authorizes commencement of a prosecution for a felony sex crime against a child under 18 at any time prior 
to the victim’s 28th birthday, as specified.  

 

SB 180 (Kuehl) Human Trafficking (S) 
 
Establishes a California Alliance to Combat Trafficking and Slavery Task Force and sets forth its course of 
action and physical make-up. 

 
SB 500 (Kuehl) AFDC-FC: Pregnant and Parenting Foster Youth (S) 
 
Creates an option for teen foster parents to live with their children in foster homes. 
 

SB 600 (Ortiz) Biomonitoring (V) 
 
Establishes Health Californians Biomonitoring Program and directs the Department of Health Services to 
adopt guidelines and protocols for the state biomonitoring program. 
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SB 644 (Ortiz) Dispensing Prescription Drugs and Devices (S) 
 
Prohibits a health care licentiate (pharmacist) from obstructing a patient from obtaining prescribed drugs or 
devises, except under specified conditions. 

 
SB 720 (Kuehl) Court Orders (S) 
 
Authorizes the district attorney or city attorney to initiate and pursue a court action for contempt against a 

person for failing to comply with a domestic violence protective order issued by a court, orders the court or 

the court’s designee to transmit all data filed with the court to law enforcement personnel in the same manner 
that criminal court protective orders are transmitted and clarifies that an order protecting victims of violent 

crime applies to all contact by the defendant. 
 

SB 1088 (Bowen) Family Law Motions and Orders (S) 
 
Requires the Judicial Council to adopt a rule limiting ex parte communication in family court.
